C. To take any census in Anguilla; and generally to organize a coordinated
scheme of social and economic statistics and intelligence pertaining to
Anguilla.

The Department is managed by a Chief
Statistician.

The Chief Statistician leads the strategic development of official stafistics,
through partnerships and development of stakeholder relations to improve the
production of official statistics. Managing and coordinating the development
of the national statistical system for Anguilla, by providing leadership in the
setting of standards for the collection, compilation, interpretation, analysis and
dissemination of social, cultural and economic data in accordance with the
Statistics Act, regional and international principles and guidelines.
